Chiller “Listed/Labeled” Compared to “Certified” (CB-28)

Objective:  Clarify the code provisions covering positive displacement chilling packages on the issue of “listed” and “labeled” equipment compared to “certified.”

Suggested Code Change Proposal

Revise Section C403.2.3.2 as follows: 

C403.2.3.2. Positive displacement (air- and water cooled) chilling packages.  Equipment with a leaving fluid temperature of higher than 320F, shall meet the requirements of Table C403.2.3(7) when listed and labeled as being tested or certified with water at standard rating conditions, in accordance with the referenced test procedure.

Reason:  The requirement for equipment with a leaving fluid temperature of 320F was an error and the requirement should apply to equipment with leaving fluid temperature greater than 320F. The term “certified” is not defined but generally refers to some level of approval by a recognized and approved third party.  The inclusion of the defined terms listed and labeled provide what is intended and some basis for compliance verification by the code community and direction for designers and specifiers in documenting compliance.   

Cost Impact:   There is no cost impact associated with this proposed change.
